COLOUR TECH
COLOURSTEEL GALVANIZED IRON. PRECOATED CORRIGATED IRON

Coloursteel is galvanized iron that has been factory primed and coated first as flat sheet and then roll-formed into the finished roofing iron profiles. The original coatings are applied under carefully controlled conditions and baked in place, but are both extremely thin and subject to "micro cracking" of the paint and galvanizing on bends during forming. The original thin coating material is subject to heavy "chalking" erosion after only ten or so years, which both looks unsightly and represents loss of surface protection particularly on the bends where rusting can then occur.
Only roofs in overall sound condition should be coated Where rusting is at all significant i.e. other than light rust "bronzing", and certainly where there is any pitting or holing evident then these roofs are not considered coatable. Wherever possible, particularly in coastal regions also check the under surface of the roof at laps as major rust may be occurring from this reverse side. Where rust bronzing is evident this should be treated first, using Deoxidine acid cleaner, and (after water blasting) these areas additionally spot primed with ANTICORRESIVE PRIMER 500. 

The majority of these roofs however are not rust effected and the principle requirement is to first bind back the surface chalk, and then recoat to restore both appearance and protection Use COLOUR PRIME, and coat with COLOUR TECH BASE COAT/COLOUR TECH TOP COAT.

PREPARATION 


Repair, moss-kill.
Treat any rust bronzing with acid wash, water-blast, and spot-prime with ANTICORROSIVE PRIMER 500.
COLOUR PRIME
Dilute 1 to 1 with clean water.

Recommended coverage per square meter 16 square meters per liter
Recoat time 2 hours

COLOUR TECH BASE COAT
Recommended coverage per square meter 5 square meters per liter
Recoat time 3 hours

COLOUR TECH TOP COAT
Recommended coverage per square meter 5 square meters per liter
