FLEXIBLE, HIGH BUILD  PROTECTIVE MEMBRANE COATING

DESCRIPTION: Designed for building exteriors for a high degree of weather protection combined with an ability to move flexibly with the substrate, for example over seamless jointed fibrous cement sheeting and plaster finished polystyrene. The high build capability is complemented by a rapid and positive "through-dry" and is particularly user-friendly in inclement application conditions.

SUBFLEX 1000 is used extensively as a high build finish in its own right, as a weather proofing Basecoat for "colour-through" Textures, and as the final protective coating over Pre-Texture architectural effects. High film build together with an acrylic polymer composition ensures an excellent initial appearance together with exceptional lasting protective and decorative qualities.

· Excellent build and flexibility to accommodate substrate thermal cycling without cracking or splitting, to maintain long term weather tightness.

· Complete resistance to wind driven rain.

· Minimal surface dirt pickup while maintaining extensibility across ambient temperature extremes.

· In-film biocidal protection to restrict degradative mould and fungus growth.

· Full recoatability and ease of maintenance and repair.

· High "wet adhesion" to common building material surfaces. Suitable as a finish for all exterior wall materials.

· Both new construction and renovation/repair work. Simple application by roller or spray and extraordinarily forgiving of poor application conditions.

· True acrylic polymer technology with superior longevity and durability of key performance parameters.

· Waterborne for ease and safety of use and cleanup, and free from gross solvent hazard and pollution.

· Unlimited colour range & preferred "silk" gloss level as standard allows major design freedom, often in combination with bold "Pre-Texture" effects.

SUBFLEX 1000

This product is distinguished by high applied film build and contemporary acrylic polymer technology, which together ensure a high degree of protection with superior weather durability. On new work and over "Pre-textures" use with a preliminary coat of FC & M SEALER or GLOSSEAL and then SUBFLEX 1000 in two coats each 4 -5 m2 per litre, for a total yield 40 -50 m2 per 20 litre pail Spreading rates vary with texture profile and porosity. As a Basecoat to colour-through textures allow one coat at 5-6m2 per litre over AQUAPRIME or similar smooth-sealed surfaces.

Apply first coat by roller, or spray/back-roll and brush for cutting in - Second coat may be roller or airless spray.
